Rock Fire

Most of us when we go away on holiday come home, 
not just with souvenirs and a tan, but with some or, 
(if you are like me) many, photographs. I certainly 
enjoy looking back over past years, and photographs 
can be very evocative. Sometimes our photographs 
evoke more than just memories of a good holiday.

Recently I have framed a photograph I took some 
years ago on a Scottish beach, and have it in front 
of me as I sit at my desk. It certainly reminds me of 
happy holidays on the West Coast of Scotland when 
the family were younger – but when I took it, and 
now, it meant and means more than that.

The beach near our cottage was stony – with many 
different shapes, colours and sizes of stones, 
arranged haphazardly as you would expect on 
the sea shore. But my eye landed on a particular 
arrangement of stones which seemed to reflect 
something, that at the time was little more than a 
pleasing arrangement – so I took a photograph.

I have subsequently entitled it “Rock Fire” – as it 
is a piece of black slate which has split into three 
narrow and angular pieces, with some red seaweed 
underneath – suggesting fire. And all around are 
other stones of varying shapes, sizes and colours.

As I look at this picture again in the light of what 
lies ahead in the Church’s calendar, I see an image 
of Pentecost, or Whitsun as it is sometimes called. 
Pentecost follows the season of Easter and focuses 
on the coming of God’s Holy Spirit – “with the sound 
of a rushing mighty wind and with tongues of fire”. 
(cf. Acts 2)

We read from the New Testament that one of the 
characteristics of God’s Holy Spirit is as a bringer 
of unity (The fellowship of the Holy Spirit). That, 
though we are different – in terms of our gifts and 
characteristics – we are made one through the work 
of God’s Holy Spirit. (cf I Corinthians 12)

Even God himself, as Christians understand it, is one 
– but also understood in three ways – Father, Son and 
Holy Spirit.

The Rock Fire image has the three stones, which are 
part of one stone, suggesting the person of God 

himself, from which emanates (or appears to) the fire 
– here the red seaweed. This is surrounded by stones 
of varying size, texture and colour – but all united 
around the central ‘trinity” stone.

The true work of God, and by extension the calling of 
all who follow him, is about breaking down barriers – 
the barrier that separates us from God, but also the 
barriers that separate us from each other as human 
beings – cultural, political, national, racial, tribal, 
linguistic, economic – and a whole range of other 
divisions, fears, prejudices and hatreds that exist.

For me so often the touchstone of whether God 
is at work is where I see barriers broken down and 
bridges are built. And the contrary – where barriers 
are established and bridges are broken – is not where 
God leads us.

Whether we are religious or not, we can all work for 
that which builds up and unites – both locally in our 
own village and with our neighbours, and, when the 
opportunity arises, we can influence that process 
nationally and internationally.

Looking to the Future 
 
I thought Easter was early last year – and it’s even earlier this year – 27th March. This means that the season of Lent, 
which is the six weeks leading up to Easter – which is traditionally a time of reflection and abstinence in preparation for 
the celebration of Christ’s Resurrection - begins very soon on Ash Wednesday, 10th. February. 
 
It is also a time for study and learning in the Church, and this year, we will again have a series of Lent Study Groups 
open to all, focussing our thoughts on the Ten Commandments. (Please find details of the course and groups in our 
churches). 
 
Jesus' summary of the Ten Commandments, was that we should First love God with all our being, and secondly, love 
our neighbours as ourselves. We will have a chance to explore more about what this means in our groups. 
 
But this summary of Jesus is a sound basis for our Christian 
living, and representatives from all our parishes have used this 
as the basis of our Mission Action Plan which will be presented 
to our churches at the end of January. 
 
In the Anglican Diocese of Exeter all parishes have been 
grouped into Mission Communities. Our Mission Community is 
comprised of the three parishes of Hemyock with Culm Davy, 
Clayhidon and Culmstock. And we are called to work and co-
operate in the best interests of the mission of the Church in 
our area. Each Mission Community is called to produce a 
Mission Action Plan to outline how this co-operation might be 
worked out in the local context. This comprises of a Mission 
Statement (see right) together with a plan of how we might 
implement our aims. Copies of these will be available in each of 
our churches. 
 
The Church of England, like most other churches, is facing many 
challenges today. You may have read of falling numbers, fewer 
clergy and diminishing resources - financial and human. This is 
not the same across the country – and I think our churches, in 
some respects, do not reflect the degree of crisis elsewhere – 
but life does not get easier, and we need to plan and prepare 
for the future, seeking to find ways which draw us more closely 
into the will of God and respond with a deep desire to see his 
Church grow and flourish. 
 
Our Mission Action Plan (MAP) is designed to help us do that – 
and our Mission Statement focuses us first on God – so we 
need to attend to that which builds us up as his disciples – 
prayer, worship and fellowship, in order that we are better able 
to do what we are called to do - serve others as Christ calls us 
to do. 
 
This is an on-going work, and members of our churches will 
need, with prayer and reflection, constantly to review, change 
and update our plan as things move forward and develop. 
 
May God bless us all as we venture into this New Year, and enable us to be open to all that he might teach us.

HEMYOCK ANNUAL PARISH MEETING 2016 

 
Come along and find out what’s going on in the parish of 
Hemyock, what went on over the past year and what 
plans there are for the future. The meeting involves all 
sectors of the parish including our clubs and societies. 
 
There will be presentations from Culm Valley Young 
Farmers’ Club, the Parish Council and the Chief 
Executive of Devon County Council, Phil Norrey.  
 
Join us at 7.30 p.m. on Friday 29th April in the Parish 
Hall, with cheese and wine. 
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Dear Residents

As you will know now, the budget has been set at 3.99%, 
2% will be ring fenced for Adult Care and the 1.99% is for 
Council tax increase, we are restrained from increasing 
any more without triggering a referendum, which would 
cost upwards of a £1m. 1% increase in Council Tax will 
bring in about £3.4m, therefore as a Council, we have 
our hands tied, which does not apply to Town and Parish 
Councils. They have the opportunity to increase their 
precept to raise funds for local amenities.

The Library Service nationally are seeing a drop of 3.9% 
in take up, while the South West is down by 1.3%. Devon 
County take up is up by 10% since we have gone to a 
mutual.

Devon Mineral’s plan is now with the Secretary of State 
who will be holding a public inquiry later this year.
As for waste, Devon`s recycling rank in the top 5 in the 
Country at 55%, yet we are second worse producers of 
waste, 31st out of 32 waste authorities in the Country. We 
produce 7% more waste than average at a rate of 367kgs 
per head of population. This adds £3.25m to our collection 
and disposal costs. Mid Devon produce 397kgs per head.
In May 2015 Ofsted made an unannounced visit to 
Children’s Service and found that the service was 
inadequate. Government Inspectors intervened and a 
programme was put in place, as from last month Minister 
of State for Children has lifted the intervention and 
declared that the service has greatly improved and is now 
heading for Good.

By 2017, the Education Secretary is bringing in a new 
funding formula which will have the same basic funding 
for every child. This should be good for the children of 
Devon because currently we are £270 per head below the 
national average.

Education in Devon continues to improve, 87% of primary 
Schools are good or outstanding and we rank 59th out 
of 150. Academies have 20% of primary children. With 
Secondary Schools 85% are good or outstanding and we 
rank 47th out of 150 schools. Academies have 60% of the 
children. See what we could do with better funding. 

Finally I would mention that the TAP funding will again be 
available as will the locality budget for another year. This 
next year there will be additional funding available coming 
from unspent funds from the Investing in Devon Budget. 
If there are any potential community projects that could 
do with a few hundred pounds, please contact me.

towards the purchase of a defibrillator in each parish.

Salt Spreaders
The parish council has worked together with Culmstock 
and Clayhidon Parish Councils and has been successful in 
its bid for funds to purchase salt spreaders which attach 
to quad bikes. The parish now has 4 salt spreaders which 
are located in different locations within the parish and 
volunteers have kindly offered to spread salt on those 
smaller roads which are not gritted by Highways.

If you take one of the local papers you may have already 
read recently of an honour bestowed on one of our 
residents. 

The citation reads - D-Day veteran Tom Devonshire of 
22 Eastlands has been appointed by the President of the 
Republic of France, the rank of Chevalier in the Order 
National de la Legion of Honour. This highest Honour 
medal is in recognition of his acknowledged military 
engagement and steadfast involvement in the liberation of 
France during the Second World War. 

Tom, now 92 years, was amongst those who went ashore 
at Sword Beach. He said the weather was so bad the ships 
were unable to land for 24 hours and they were told they 
were supposed to reach Caen in 3 days but the fierce 
fighting meant it took 3 weeks. Two months later Tom was 
shot in the lower leg and returned to England. His later 
military life saw him In Berlin protecting an airport and 
also being part of the guard at Spandau Prison where war 
criminal Rudolph Hess was jailed.

He said “I was over the moon when the medal arrived. I 
wear this medal for those who did not return from D-Day 
including my cousin who had landed on another beach”

Tom and his wife Beryl will celebrated their 63rd wedding 
anniversary during April and we send them many 
congratulations.

Congratulations also to Chris and Shirley Dracott who 
saw a special anniversary earlier this year when they 
celebrated their Diamond Day (60 years) in February 
whilst Stewart and Monica Smith married at St Mary’s
50 years ago in March.

I got the chance to buy Kim a 
drum kit as a surprise, Kim had always told me how she 
would have loved to learn to play the drums and one day 
I called Kim to the door where upon Kim discovered five 
very large boxes. The memory of Kim that day is one I will 
cherish forever. Myself and our family would like to thank 
everyone for their support. We miss her so very much and 
loved her dearly.

Royston (Roy) Perrott was born in 1928 at Bradford 
Cottage near Willand. The family moved to Hemyock 
in 1935 farming at Prings Farm, Madford. Royston later 
married Rosemary after which Roy and Kay were born and 
they moved to Eastlands.

BHLAC New Low Cost Clinic

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History Group Report

The March meeting started with an AGM when the 
Chairman provided the audited financial report together 
with information on the previous year’s activities.

uk web site.  Additional names are still required to allow 
the  Group to become involved in new projects that will 
benefit the community.

Mike Cooper has been chairman now for 9 years and 
will be retiring in the next year to allow the Group to 
continue with its development. Following the AGM, a 
very interesting and informative presentation was given 
by Paul Steed on “Milling and the Mills in the Culm Valley. 
In the Domesday Book, it would appear that there were 
five water mills situated at Culmstock, Whitehall, Culm 
Pyne, Gorwell and Hidon. At the peak time, Paul informed 
that there were eighteen mills. Thanks were expressed to 
Paul for sharing his knowledge with us, and these were 
demonstrated by the presentation of a bottle of wine from 
the members.

The February meeting was a talk from Peter Fisher, one 
of our members, on John Wood an agricultural labourer 
of Clayhidon who enlisted for unlimited service with the 
40th Regiment of Foot at the age of 16 in 1805. He was 
involved with the Army in South America, North America, 
Portugal and Spain ending at the Battle of Waterloo. The 
details of his talk will be available to members from the 
archives.
